Modification of Lockdown Measures in Phnom Penh and Takhmao
Royal Government

Hereby Decided

Article 1:

Lockdown measures stated in Article 2 and Article 3 of Decision numbered 49 SSR dated 14 April
2021 are modified as follows:

Article 2 (New)

During the lockdown, outdoor travels are prohibited. Any violations, legal measures shall be taken
including impounding vehicles according to enforced provisions and measures. Outdoor travels are
permitted for essential cases as follows:

- Travel for work/occupation in private sectors as stated in Article 3 (New) in the lockdown
areas shall present the travel permit issued from Executive Committee to Manage and Lead
the implementation of the Lockdown (C.L.D) accompanied with identity documents,
Certificate of employment stating name, job/position, type of business issued by concerned
workplaces/ businesses. The executive committee shall give instruction on the form and the
request and issuance of the permit procedure.

- Travel to perform work at public institutions in the lockdown area shall present Identity
documents and letter of mission.

- Travel to the store for food, groceries, pharmacies, and basic necessities shall be permitted
by authorities. For these travels, only two (2)people from the same household and three (3)
times per week are allowed and shall be within their residential area or district. National ID
card or any Identity documents shall bring along.



- Travels to hospital, healthcare center, maternities, treatment centers for health reasons
within the lockdown area. Travels outside of the lockdown area for medical reasons are
allowed for 4 people maximum and shall be permitted by authorities with strict health and
safety measures compliance.

- Travel to have COVID-19 testing at an assigned location set by the authorities.

- Travel to receive COVID-19 Vaccination (2nd dose) determined by the authorities. For 1st
dose vaccination within the lockdown area will be temporarily halted during the lockdown
period.

- Travel to perform public interest activities or other essential missions, as requested or
determined by the authorities.

- Indoor individual sporting activities are allowed. Outdoor individual sporting activities are not
allowed.

- Travels of the diplomats, officials of a foreign embassy, officers from UN agencies, and
international financial organizations shall present their employment and identity documents
and can be accompanied by a Cambodian driver.

- Travel of journalists shall present their work and identify documents, and travel permits
issued by the Ministry of Information. The numbers of News agencies shall be limited to be
eligible for travel permits.

- Air travel and travel to/from an airport within the lockdown area should comply with
provisions and health measures and present identity and travel-related documents.

- Other travels for essential and urgent purposes as permitted by the authorities.

With the above exceptional cases, individuals shall comply with the heath measures such as wearing
masks, social distancing, and hygiene practicing as well as temperature screening to combat the
spread of COVID-19.

Article 3 (New):

During the lockdown period, non-essential employment, business activities are prohibited, with
some exceptions as follows:

- Activities of public institutions with a limited number of staff (2% maximum) and at-office
lunch to sustain the functioning of the institutions. For these activities, the officials shall
present an ID card and letter of mission issued by their respective institutions. The head of
the institutions may temporarily suspend unnecessary works and give practical instructions
on remote working.

- Activities of armed forces, sub-level administrations, and officers and staffs of MoH shall be
executed as necessary and as required by the head of their respective institutions.



- Factories, enterprises, handicrafts, or pharmaceutical or medical equipment including mask,
alcohol, and oxygen manufacturing facilities

- Factory, enterprises, handicrafts, or food-producing faculties as well as a slaughterhouse.

- Activities related to public services, including fire services, electricity, and water supply, port
services, waste collection. For electricity and water supply and port services, the head of a
respective institution shall limit their number of staff (2% maximum) and implement an office
lunch, except for operation staffs/officers and production chain who are expected to function
as usual. For these activities, officers/staff shall present an ID card, Letter of mission issued by
their respective institutions.

- Activities of online-based employment or business shall limit their staffs to 2% maximum and
implement the office lunch.

- Supply of basic necessities such as wholesale, retail stores of food and groceries, mart,
restaurant with takeaway services, gas station, gas appliance stores, or other basic necessities
supply store permitted by the authorities. For markets or groceries store, restaurants shall be
inspected and permitted by the competent authorities based on the actual level of essentials
within the area.

- Supply of essential services including emergency services, public and private health services,
pharmacies, post and telecoms, banking and financial services, and other necessities
permitted by the authorities. The mention services shall limit their staffs to 2% maximum and
implement the at-work lunch, except for the emergency, health, and pharmacy services that
will operate as usual.

- Hotel and Guesthouse services with a limited number of staffs to 2% maximum and at-work
lunch implementation, except for the hotel used as a quarantine facility in which a maximum
number of staffs and working hours are determined by the competent authorities.

- Food or grocery delivery services to serve the lockdown area. This type of service used as a
means to transport a passenger is prohibited.

- Goods deliveries in-out/cross the lockdown area to service the country’s socio-economic
sectors. This type of service used as a means to transport a passenger is prohibited.

- Warehouse or grocery storage are permitted for standby staff but within the limited number
and shall implement the at-work lunch.

- Activities of transporting individual after completing a quarantine /patient from hospital or
treatment facilities to be permitted and facilitated by the authorities.

- Activities of other essential employment or business permitted by the authorities..
With the above exceptional cases, individuals shall comply with the heath measures such as wearing

masks, social distancing, and hygiene practicing as well as temperature screening to combat the
spread of COVID-19.



Article 2:
Any provisions contradicting this Decision are nullified.

Article 3:

Minister in charge of the Office of the Council of Ministers, Minister of Economic and Finance,
Minister of Interior, Minister of National Defence, Minister of Health, Minister of Justice, All

ministers and heads of relevant institutions are charged to implement this decision from the date of
the signature.
